Hospital Guest House Request for Funding

Each month, Hospital Guest House of Southern Appalachia (HGH) provides about 135 nights of low-cost lodging, to people with loved ones in area healthcare facilities.  Our region draws many visitors who sometimes become hospitalized here. Their family’s presence accelerates their recovery, but not everyone can afford a lengthy motel stay, or the time and expense of traveling back and forth from home.  The advent of Niswonger Children’s Hospital, and the ever-increasing medical capabilities here, give rise to the need for more, affordable, lodging for visitors.  Since 1986, Hospital Guest House of Southern Appalachia (HGH) has been providing low-cost lodging for people who have a patient, of any age, in any local medical facility. Now the compassionate volunteers who contribute their resources to provide this service need your help to build a larger house.  

The capital campaign to build a new, much-needed guesthouse is in progress!  The new guesthouse, to be built on the Johnson City Medical Center campus, will replace the present guesthouse on the Veterans Affairs Medical Center campus.  Johnson City architect, Tim McGahey, has drawn the architectural plans, and Burleson Construction has been selected the lead contractor. Mountain States Health Alliance has extended a long-term, low-cost lease on the new guesthouse site. Now HGH has a $1.9M goal to meet!  

Plans for the three-level guesthouse include 10 bedrooms with private baths, a lobby, a spacious family room, an elevator and will be ADA compliant.  The new guesthouse will accommodate anyone coming to the area for medical care, or to visit a patient, in any area healthcare facility. It will be a convenient place for them to stay, at an affordable cost.  Many veterans come to the Veterans Affairs Medical Center. Often they and/or their guardian need low cost lodging.
